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Haji Aslan Haji Gurban oglu Ashurov

In the late 19th and early 20th centuries, trade played an important role in the
economic life of Baku. One of its most prominent representatives was Haji Aslan
Haji Gurban oglu Ashurov.

He was born in 1829 in Baku to a well-known merchant family. As a child, Aslan
was distinguished from his brothers and sisters by his deep intellect and
intelligence. Shortly after taking over his father's business, he got famous and
became a well-known merchant.

In 1876, when the tsarist government established the ranks of first and second
degree merchants in Azerbaijan, Haji Aslan Ashurov was the first merchant to be
awarded the first degree. By the way, the father of the nation H.Z. Tagiyev
received this rank only in 1882.

Haji Aslan was not a “box millionaire”. He was a great landowner who spent his
capital on various things. He had arable lands in the Stavropol, mills in the North
Caucasus and Iran, and "allaf" shops (shops selling barley, wheat, flour, and
fodder were called “allaf” shops) in various parts of Azerbaijan.

When oil lands were sold in Baku, Haji Aslan bought a large area on the Absheron
Peninsula and had wells drilled.

The Ashurov family also took an active part in charity work. Haji Gurban Ashurov
built a mosque and a bathhouse in Baku (“Haji Gurban” Mosque, “Haji Gurban”
Bath, now 19 Gasim Ismayilov Street), and Haji Aslan Shukurov built two baths
(“Mardana” and “Zanana”). Unfortunately, “Haji Aslan Ashurov” baths (37 Huseyn
Javid Street), a real architectural monument, have now been turned into saunas
by random people.

Although he did not have an academic education, Haji Aslan had a wide
worldview. He had his middle son Aga Ashurov studied engineering and
technology in Germany, and sent 25 manats a month to Nariman Narimanov. Haji
Aslan, slender and of medium height, was tough, arrogant and angry by nature.
The image of Amiraslan bey Salamov in the work of our late playwright Jafar
Jabbarli in 1905 is a prototype of Haji Aslan Ashumov.

Haji was a wonderful head of the family. He married Mashadkhanim, the
daughter of Haji Mirzajavad, the khan of Kermanshah, Iran, and remained faithful
to this marriage until the end of his life. Haji had 8 children and his middle son

"Haji himself did not stay away from his political and social activities: he was a
permanent member of the Baku City Duma. It is no coincidence that at the time
of his death his body was kept in the building of the State Duma for 3 days, and
Baku people flocked to say goodbye to him. Haji Aslan was also a member of the
monarchist organization "Union of the Russian people". For special services to the
state, he was awarded Ill degree Order of Stanislav and the Gold Medal of 90
shekels (384 grams) (1 shekel - 4266 grams) by the tsarist government.

For what services did Haji Aslan deserve the generosity of the Russian emperor?
In the summer of 1905, workers' demonstrations in Baku became widespread.
Strikes and demonstrations grew day by day. At the same time, various factions of
the bourgeoisie began to unite. In June 1905, on their initiative, the Reconciliation
Committee was established. The Baku City Duma elected 28 members to the
committee. Among them there were Baku statesmen Kabla Israfil Hajiyev, Isabay
Hajinsky, Nuru bey Amiraslanov, Tagi bek Safaraliev, Mirza Asadullayev, Kabla
Abdulla Zarbaliyev, Alimardan bek Topchibashov and Akhmad bek Agayev.

Haji Aslan Ashurov was also a member of this committee, which covered the best
and brightest of the bourgeoisie. At that time, not everyone was lucky enough to
be elected to such a prestigious body. The purpose of creating the committee was
to reconcile the proletariat and the t;ourgeoisie and to direct them to the struggle
for a common goal. Using their personal influence, the committee members went
out to the masses and made various promises. The implementation of such an
event has shown its positive effect for some time. The revolution of 1905 did not
yield any results in Baku.

We do not intend to idealize Haji Aslan Ashurov, a purely bourgeois
representative. But we know that whether he is a millionaire or not, the person
who served the people cannot be forgotten. Haji Aslan Ashurov is one of such
personalities.
